Public Comment and Discussion
There was no public comment.

Review of Official Minutes from January 13, 2016
Commissioner Walker moved that the minutes of January 13, 2016 be accepted with a second from Commissioner Wright.  The motion was passed by the Committee.
Review of NAJJA Standards 
Commissioner Florez gave an update on the Nevada Association of Juvenile Justice Administrators (NAJJA) review of the proposed standards.  All agency administration has been given a timeline to provide revisions to the chapters by February 4, 2016.  This information will then be compared to updates already put in place.  Alice Mueller will send out the revisions to members of the Juvenile Justice Commission along with their Quarterly Full Juvenile Justice Commissioner packets.  
There were questions about whether the NAJJA standards should be considered separate from the standards being worked on by this committee.  Commissioner Florez explained that she hoped the Commission’s recommendations and those from the NAJJA would similarly reflect 
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the needs of most of the state, but she really could not speak on behalf of the smaller jurisdictions.  One document would be preferred, and she would review revisions sent in by the NAJJA and see if there were any concerns noted.  If there was, it might be best if those differences were handled with individual jurisdictional amendments.  This would be possible since this committee was planning on advising the Commission to use the Nevada Administrative Code (NAC) as the best way to handle these standards.  If they are approved by the Juvenile Justice Commission, then NAJJA can be approached and told that all substantially agree on the same set of standards, with individual jurisdictional variations possible as long as they do not conflict with the standards.  
Chapter four was to be considered at this time by Commissioner Florez, who had volunteered to cover it at the previous meeting.  Minimal changes had been suggested which would allow flexibility on behalf of the individual detention centers.  Commissioner Florez was thanked for working so hard on updating all of the Standard’s chapters.

Deputy Administrator Armstrong had also been in attendance at the latest NAJJA meeting and gave an update on where the Standards should reside.  He said that NAJJA was of the same opinion in having them incorporated into the Administrative Code.  A back door of sorts had been recommended in that the Administrative Code requires local jurisdictions and the State to train employees prior to working with youth.  The Standards would be incorporated as part of that training.  With both the NAJJA and the Juvenile Justice Commission in agreement on the Standards being placed under the Administrative Code, there continues to be a united front of support.
