Strength, Needs & Culture Targeted Case Management Assessment 

Question Guidelines

Early Childhood

Social/Emotional Life Domain (Living situation, family relationships, friends/informal supports, financial, legal, spiritual well-being, emotional/behavior)

· Get a timeline (start when parents met)

· Biological parents ages, job history, education, marital status, sibling’s ages, same parents?

· Family Constellation ( who does this child live with?)

· What kind of activities do you like to do with your child?

· Do you have any pets?

· Who else is involved with your family?

· Describe a typical day for your child.

· What does your family need to thrive?

· Are you involved in any community activities (i.e. Church, play groups)

· Tell me about your family. Has this changed in the past year? What does your family enjoy doing together? Would you describe your family as fast-paced and energetic or slower-paced and quiet? How does this work for everyone?

· Do you have family nearby? How often do you see them? Are you similar or different as a parent from the way your parents were? What did you learn from your parents/grandparents? What do you want to pass on to your own children?

· Who do you count as your friends? Who do you call when you need to talk with someone? How do they help? Who is there for you when you have problems with your child? Is there someone at home who helps?

· What is your neighborhood like? How long have you lived there? Do you have friends there? Do you feel safe there? Can your child go outside to play? Do they have friends in the neighborhood? What happens if the kids are making noise?

· I know times are tough for families financially, how is your family making it? How do you get around town? Do you have a car? Take the bus? Is there anything you need in this area? Anything you need for your child/family?

· Is faith an important part of your family life? What is it like for you? Are you connected in with a church or spiritual community? If so, how do they include your child? Is this something you'd like help with?

· Was there a time when things were better? Worse? What is different now?

·  What would you say is unique and special about your child? Family?

· Are there holidays that are important to your family? How do you celebrate?

· What changes do you want to see in your family?

Medical Life Domain (health concerns, medical needs)
· Gather from clinical assessment and ask any follow-up questions.

· Ask about family medical, chemical dependency and mental health history, child’s eating, sleeping, and energy.

· Does your child or any one in your family have any health problems? Has your child ever been in an accident or in the hospital? What happened? How are they doing now? Have you got a doctor who sees your family? Your child? 

· Do you have any medical concerns for your child? In your family?

· What changes do you want to see in your family?

Educational Life Domain (educational/vocational, day care/preschool, safety)
· Take from clinical assessment for child.                                                     

· Has your child been in day care before? How was it when they first started? How is it now? Are they having fun? Making friends? Have they been asked to leave any day cares, or have you taken them out because you were worried about how they were doing? Where do they go now? Are they receiving any special services? Is this an area you would like help?

· Is your child in school? Where are they going? Do you feel like you are welcome at the school? Who would you talk with if you had questions or were worried about your child? Is your child enjoying school? Do they have friends there?

· What was it like for you when you were in school? Is school important to you? Are you in school now? Has anyone in your family needed special assistance in school? Does anyone in your family need help in this area?

·  Are you employed? Do you enjoy your job? What was the best job you've ever had? If you could be working in any area, what would you be doing?
