CONTRABAND   FORM

ITEMS NOT PERMITTED IN DCFS PROGRAMS


The list below represents the type of items which are prohibited in DCFS programs. If the legally responsible person has a question about a certain item they are invited to ask DCFS program staff at any time.  In addition, exceptions may be made by the Child and Family Team.
Prohibited Items include:

· Food items are not allowed in client rooms. Any food brought to the program by family members or other visitors must be finished or disposed when the visit or pass is done.

· High value items  are not permitted 

· Weapons 
· Explosives 

· Drugs or alcohol, including cigarettes and prescribed client medication

· Sharp items such as glass, razors, scissors, pencil sharpeners, nail files, nail clippers, etc.
· Pins such as straight pins, safety pins, or decorative pins
· Wire clothes hangers

· Lighters or matches

· Steel toe boots or high heels

· Mirrors, including make-up compact mirrors  

· Stereo systems, including MP3 players. Portable CD players are allowed.
· Aerosol hygiene products

· Body jewelry such as belly rings, nose rings, and eyebrow rings.  Existing holes may be kept open with a clear plastic stud.

· Long dangling or hoop earrings

· Spiral wire notebooks

· Ballpoint pens and highlighters 

· Staplers

· Rope

· Burned  CD’s or parental advisory CD’s

· Belts

· Clothes or clothing apparel with metal studs 

· Money totaling more than $1.50 
· Other items at the Child and Family Team’s discretion 
If a client is found with any of the above items, unless used under the supervision of DCFS staff (such as ball point pens and highlighters) the item will be retrieved from the client and kept in locked storage.  For any illegal items, DCFS staff will immediately notify law enforcement to file a crime report if such an item is found in a client’s possession.
I acknowledge I have read this document and understand what items are not allowed in DCFS children’s mental health programs and that I will comply with these rules and prohibitions.
