Planning and Evaluation Unit Protocol for Presenting S & R data to the Commission on Mental Health and Developmental Services.

The PEU is responsible for providing logistical support to the Commission on Mental Health and Developmental Services.  

Part of this logistical support includes preparing the submission of seclusion and restraint documentation for review by the Commission at each of their meetings in order to support the Commission in fulfilling its legislative mandates to provide oversight of statewide mental health and developmental services.  

These legislative mandates include:

1. resolving disputes related to denial of rights violations, 

2. acting on behalf of clients to obtain remedies for any apparent violations, 

3. receiving reports of and may investigate apparent violations of the rights guaranteed by NRS 433.534, and 

4. endeavoring to safeguard the rights guaranteed by NRS 433.534

Once all required internal DCFS and Attorney General’s designee signatures are obtained, the Denial of Rights forms and other related reports to these incidents are forwarded to the PEU for final review in preparation of presentation to the Commission.  

The PEU sorts the Denial of Rights forms for review by the Commission according to the following criteria:

1. Multiple seclusion and/or restraint events 

2. No de-escalation efforts have been made to minimize seclusion and/or restraint incident

3. No existence of personal safety plan

4. No existence of follow up plan

5. Were hours extended

6. Excessive duration(s) as defined by more than 2 hours for children ages 9 to 17 and more than 1 hour for children under age 9

7. No plan to prevent further events (this is a narrative response and we do not enter this information)

8. No signatures (included only nursing and physician signatures)

9. Missing data was not included in the selection.
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
